During every whole school assembly and lessons in class, we discuss the importance of our own physical
and mental health and wellbeing.

School Improvement Update — Jurassic Maths Hub Teaching for Mastery

This year, as part of our school improvement priority in improving the maths attainment and progress
across the school, some of our staff are undertaking training with the Jurassic Maths Hub Teaching for
Mastery. This training involves attending in person and online training events, having mentors visit and

completing mini projects with their class or classes across the school. The Jurassic Maths Hub Teaching for

Mastery focusses on ‘The Big 5 Ideas’ which are summarised below:

Fluency - Quick and efficient recall of facts and procedures and the flexibility to move between dif-
ferent contexts and representations of mathematics.

Representation and Structure - Representations used in lessons expose the mathematical structure
being taught, the aim being that students can do the maths without recourse to the representation.

Mathematical Thinking - If taught ideas are to be understood deeply, they must not merely be pas-
sively received but must be worked on by the student: thought about, reasoned with and discussed
with others.

Variation - Variation is twofold. It is firstly about how the teacher represents the concept being
taught, often in more than one way, to draw attention to critical aspects, and to develop deep and ho-
listic understanding. It is also about the sequencing of the episodes, activities and exercises used
within a lesson and follow up practice, paying attention to what is kept the same and what changes, to
connect the mathematics and draw attention to mathematical relationships and structure.

Coherence - Lessons are broken down into small, connected steps that gradually unfold the concept,
providing access for all children and leading to a generalisation of the concept and the ability to apply
the concept to a range of contexts.

The table below is also the model all of our maths lessons follow to ensure ‘The Big 5 Ideas’ are intertwined
into every lesson.

I will of course, let you know the many strengths we find as well as the few development points we will be
working on throughout the year.

Who's been eating my porridge?

Well, we have had fun this week. We have enjoyed eating some porridge. We had to wait for it to cool down

and the children told us when it was ‘just right.” We also set up a Goldilocks surveillance system. This in-

volved lots of post its (I am not exaggerating) and police investigations.

We enjoyed our woody wonder autumn session. We looked around the school for signs of autumn. We also
collected sticks and leaves from outside and used them to make our own autumn collages. The children
enjoyed getting messy and mixing up their own autumn colours.

In PE we have been learning some stretches. You might like your child to show you the different moves: -
hedgehog, bridge, crab, lizard, flamingo and superman!

In Maths we have been using the vocabulary from the Three Bears story to apply our knowledge of size.
The children carefully selected items for the three bears based on their size. We also started to look at
collections of 1,2 and 3 items.

Hedgehogs
We are beginning to get closer to the end of the half term, but we are still as busy as ever in Year 1! The
children have been continuing to learn new sounds, such as ‘ou’, ‘ir’, ‘aw’ and ‘eer’.

During our English lessons, we have been looking at the poem ‘Noises’. As a class, we have been thinking
about the different noises that we would hear in the classroom and on the playground. The children
helped to collate lots of different phrases that included a variety of verbs. We have written three class
poems, and the children are going to write their own versions before half term.

In Maths, we have moved on to thinking about ‘part-whole’ models and ‘number bonds’. The children
have been writing their own number sentences, focussing on which numbers add together to make the
whole. We have also been learning about ‘fact families’ and done some practical activities to help us
understand that we can move the equals sign to the beginning of our number sentence.

The children have been looking at the United Kingdom on a map and labelling the four countries that it
consists of. We have also been looking at the National flags as well as the National animals for each
country.

We have now explored the sense of ‘hearing’ and ‘smell’ over the past 2 weeks. The children enjoyed our
experiments and managed to match a variety of different smells to the pictures. Some of the smells were
nice, but some were not...

The children have been working really hard this half term and should be super proud of what they have
achieved!

Dragonflies

In science, we have been continuing our learning linked to
materials. The children have discussed materials, and we have
linked this learning to 'The 3 Little Pigs' story. The children
enjoyed building houses that would keep the pigs safe from the
wolf ! They were encouraged to use correct vocabulary when
discussing and designing their houses such as material , water-
proof, hard, solid and rigid whilst using correct names for
materials such as: wood, metal, plastic, glass, rubber, rock,
fabric, paper and brick.

In English, our new text is called 'Mixed Up Fairy Tales'. During
this unit of work, the children will learn to use compound
sentences to summarise parts or the whole of fairy stories, use
the past tense correctly and learn to expand nouns, using an
adjective for description. They will finish the unit by writing
their own version of a fairy tale and creating their own mixed-up
fairy tale book.

In spelling we are continuing to learn to spell the Year 1 and 2
common exception words, alongside learning the different ways
of making the 'Long e' sound. Thank you for helping your
children access the Spelling Frame website, I will continue to
add new words each Friday.

Our Parent's meetings are scheduled for after half term, I look
forward to meeting as many of you as possible.

The children have started to
write an introduction to their OPAL guide. We will be writing instructions for using our favourite areas of
OPAL next week and ensuring that we are using adverbials, conjunctions and all the other things we have
